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Dear Mr. Kerley:
This letter is in response to your correspondence of September 2,2003 soliciting comments on the
proposals submitted by Fluor Virginia and Star Solutions concerning improvements to Interstate 81
in Virginia.
On October 28 the Washington County Board of Supervisors considered these proposals at length.
The Board of Supervisors also reviewed the recommendations of the Washington County
Transportation Advisory Board formulated as a result of the presentations made by Fluor, Star
Solutions and a local advocacy group known as RAIL Solutions on October 13. While the Board of
Supervisors took no formal position advocating any proposal, the Board wishes to express the
following to VDOT:
1.    That VDOT should defer action on any proposal until the Virginia Department of Rail
and Public Transportation's current rail marketing study being undertaken by Reebie
Associates is completed and the findings and recommendations of that study are review
and assimilated into the proposals.
2.     The Board of Supervisors opposes tolls as means of financing interstate improvements
and recommends the current state/federal tax on fuel purchases be increased to provide
the necessary funds.
3.     The Board of Supervisors strongly recommends improvements be made to Interstate 81.
Any upgrade to Interstate 81 should be to four lanes both north- and southbound
statewide.
4.     Car and trucks lanes should be separated on the improved facility.
On behalf of the Board of Supervisors, I thank you for the opportunity to comment on these
proposals.
